_____  2. There is a serious risk that the child, if released, may commit an act which would inflict serious bodily harm on the Child AND another or 
_____  3. There is a serious risk that the child, if released, may cause serious damage to the property of others. 
_____ E. There is probable cause to believe that the child has committed a delinquent act involving Possession with Intent to Deliver Crack Cocaine, Cocaine, or Methamphetamine. 
_____  F. A dispositional order has been entered under Iowa Code 232.52 placing the child in secured custody in a 232.22 (3)(a) or (b) facility. " 
_____  G. There is probable cause to believe that the child has committed a delinquent act of Domestic Abuse under Chapter 236 or Domestic Assault under Section 708.2A.
