Offender shall establish a restitution payment plan with  juvenile court officer and comply with that plan.  Failure to pay restitution is a violation of probation.

If Offender contests the restitution amount ordered herein, Offender must request a hearing within 30 days of the entry of this Order by filing a written request for a Restitution Hearing, using the Juvenile Number set forth above, with the Polk County Clerk of Court.

Pursuant to 910.9 of the Code of Iowa, Court Costs and Court-Appointed attorney fees shall not be withheld by the Clerk of Court until all victims have been paid in full.

Pursuant to 910.7A of the Code of Iowa, this Restitution Order is a judgment and lien against all property of Offender for the amount Offender is obligated to pay under this Order and may be recorded in any office for the filing of liens against real or personal property.  This judgment of restitution may be enforced by the State, the victim(s) entitled under this Order to receive restitution, a deceased victim’s estate, or any other beneficiary of this judgment in the same manner as a civil judgment.
